6. Attend a mandatory meeting the last week of July.

7. Present, at the program, a 3 to 5 minute speech on “Why You Should Come To My Fair.”

8. Be available during the Indiana County Fair.

9. Agree to follow the rules set forth by the State Fair Queen Committee in order to compete

at the state competition in January where a $1,500 scholarship toward education will be
awarded to the winner.

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EXHIBITORS WHO REMOVE EXHIBITS EARLY SHALL FORFEIT ALL

PREMIUMS FOR ALL EXHIBITS IN ALL DEPARTMENTS AND WILL NOT BE
PERMITTED AT NEXT YEAR’S FAIR.

Exhibitors are required to give personal attention to their property and
animals during the Fair.

No exhibitors will be allowed to display the premium or badge from other
fairs until the Judges of this Fair have acted and reported.

All exhibitors are required to show their passes at the gate.

All protests must be made in writing, signed, and accompanied by a deposit
of $5 (which will be returned if the protest is sustained): must state plainly the
cause of complaint or appeal and must be delivered to the Secretary’s Office
within six (6) hours after cause of protest.

Animals not entered for competition will not be allowed on Fairground.
Exhibitors are required to keep their exhibits in a presentable condition.

Each Livestock exhibitor limited to two entries in each class except
where stated otherwise. All other Departments limited to one entry per
class.

All Livestock trucks remaining on the grounds for the week shall be parked
according to Fair management.

Non-compliance means forfeiture of premium.

The weigh-in weights of steers, sheep and swine are official. Any
complaints must be made at the time of weighing.

EXHIBITORS ARE ABSOLUTELY PROHIBITED from sleeping with their
animals; any exhibitor violating this rule does so at his own risk. The Fair
Association is not responsible for any injuries caused by an animal to an exhibitor
in this manner.

Any announcement made prior to any event during fair week takes
precedence over any other rules printed in Fair Premium Book.

All animals admitted to Indiana Co. Fair shall be identified by a unique and
permanent ear tag, tattoo, brand or records of unique physical attributes. Animals
known to be infected with or exposed to any contagious, infectious or external parasitic
disease, and animals restricted by quarantine may not be assembled for show
purposes.

All animals admitted to Indiana Co. Fair must comply with applicable state (7
PA Code) or federal (9 CFR) rules. All cloven-hoof animals, not subject to 7 PA Code
or 9 CFR, including members of the deer and camilid families, shall have been born
in Pennsylvania or resided in Pennsylvania for at least six (6) months and shall be
brucellosis and tuberculosis tested (negative) by an accredited veterinarian within 60
days of admission to the show.

Animals presented for exhibition will be subject to inspection by show officials and
will be rejected if evidence of infectious, contagious or parasitic disease is apparent or if
health certification or identification documentation is not acceptable.

Animals must leave the grounds within 4 hours of rejection.

All show animals should be held in isolation for at least 30 days after return to the
herd of origin.

Animals known to be infected with or exposed to any contagious, infectious, or
external parasitic disease and animals restricted by quarantine may not be assembled
for show purposes. All animals (cattle, sheep, goats, horses, and swine) and poultry
admitted to a county fair must be accompanied by an official BAHDS health certificate
indicating compliance with applicable state and federal regulations. A statement by an
accredited veterinarian that these animals were examined after May 1st of when health
certificate is issued, and found to be free of clinical signs of contagious disease shall
also accompany these animals.

OUT-OF-STATE CATTLE

All animals are required to comply with the Indiana County Fair and the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Animal Health requirements. Copies of the
requirements are available at the fair office and/or www.indianacountyfair.com or by
contacting the PA Department of Agriculture Veterinarian at 717-783-9550 and/or www.

ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

Section 1: Equine Animals:
Requirements

1.

A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued after May 1, 2023 prior to the
opening date of the exhibition is required. Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) test results
and date of the test must be included on the CVI.

All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases and a statement of this
is required on the CVI (the statement is pre-printed on the CVI). Animals appearing
unhealthy upon arrival may not enter the exhibition grounds.

An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient
Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and must be presented
upon arrival at the exhibition.

All equine animals must have tested negative for EIA by an official test within the 12
months prior to the opening date of the exhibition. A copy of the official test results
must accompany each animal to its final destination. Foals less than 6 months of age
accompanied by a dam which meets the above requirements are exempt from EIA
testing requirements. If the foal is not accompanied by the dam, a copy of the dam’s
test results must accompany the foal to its final destination.

A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is required for
animals 3 months of age and older. All vaccine label directions must be followed, and
all rabies vaccinated equine animals must be accompanied by a rabies vaccination
certificate or the vaccination information must be included on the CVI. If a rabies
vaccination certificate is provided, the certificate must contain legible name and
contact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and the
veterinarian’s signature. A copy of the rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable.

Section 2: Pennsylvania Poultry, Waterfowl, Upland Game Birds, Ratites. and Pigeons:
Requirements:

1.

All Pennsylvania poultry, waterfowl, upland game birds, and pigeons entering an
exhibition must bear a unique individual identification leg band (official state-issued leg
bands are not required). Ratites must be identified with a neck band or an electronic
implant device (the exhibitor must supply a reader).

An owner-endorsed health certificate must accompany all Pennsylvania poultry,

waterfowl, upland game birds, ratites, and pigeons, and must include the following:

* Name and location of exhibition; and

* Name, address, and telephone number of the owner; and

» Astatement that their entries and their flock of origin are free of evidence of
contagious diseases; and

* Owner signature and date of that signature; and

* Verification of testing for Al and Pullorum.

All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases. Animals appearing

unhealthy upon arrival may not enter the exhibition grounds.

Avian Influenza Clean Testing and Verification (all samples must be collected by a

Certified Poultry Technician or an Accredited Veterinarian):

» All poultry, waterfowl, upland game birds, and ratites, (pigeons excluded) for
exhibition must originate from a flock in good standing in the Pennsylvania Avian
Influenza Monitored Flock program, or from a flock in good standing in the NPIP
Avian Influenza Clean program;

OR
*  The birds must originate from a flock in which a minimum of 30 birds, 3 weeks of
age or older, were tested negative for avian influenza within the 6 months prior to
opening date of the exhibition and the birds are accompanied by the test report.
If there are fewer than 30 birds in the flock, test all birds. For waterfowl, cloacal
swab samples must be collected for testing, and the swabs must be tested
using virus isolation techniques.



" Section 4: Pennsylvania Swine:
Requirements:
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Pullorum-Typhoid Clean Testing and Verification (pigeons and waterfowl excluded).

(All samples must be collected by a Certified Poultry Technician or an Accredited

Veterinarian):

» Al poultry, upland game birds, and ratites (pigeons and waterfowl excluded)
must originate from a flock in good standing in the NPIP Pullorum-Typhoid Clean
Program or from a flock in good standing in the PA Pullorum Equivalent Program;

» Individual birds (pigeons and waterfowl excluded) for exhibition must have had
a negative pullorum-typhoid test within the 90 days prior to the opening date of the
exhibition. The following age restrictions apply to comply with NPIP standards:

» Chickens shall be tested at 4 months of age or older.

» Turkeys shall be tested at 12 weeks of age or older.

» Game birds shall be tested at 4 months of age or older, or upon sexual maturity,
whichever comes first.

» Ratites shall be tested at 12 months of age or older.

» All birds not meeting these age restrictions are exempt from pullorum testing
requirements

Beginning January 1, 2023, no swine species shall be exhibited in Pennsylvania unless each

Is accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection (CVI) issued within 14 days of
the fair;

Is permanently identified by an official 840 series radio frequency identification (RFID)
ear tag and the ear tag number is recorded on the CV1;

Has been visually inspected and found to be free of signs of contagious disease
immediately prior to unloading at the exhibition by an accredited veterinarian or swine
health monitor appointed by the fair board or livestock show committee.

Any pig showing signs of illness upon arrival shall not be permitted to unload and
must be reported to the accredited veterinarian holding the veterinarian-client-patient-
relationship with the show or fair board.

All market swine exhibited in Department sponsored market shows shall move directly
to a PDA or USDA licensed slaughter facility following the animal exhibition and may
not be diverted to premises other than a recognized slaughter market in which the
sales are designated slaughter only sales.

A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued after May 1, 2023 prior to the
opening date of the exhibition is required.

All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases and a statement of this
is required on the CVI (the statement is pre-printed on the CVI). Animals appearing
unhealthy upon arrival may not enter the exhibition grounds.

An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationship
(VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and must be presented upon arrival at
the exhibition.

Individual official animal identification is required. Official ID includes:

* Astate-issued metal ear tag; or

* An ISO-compliant RFID tag; or

+ Astate-registered tattoo.

It is recommended that all cattle have a rabies vaccination. (Market animals are
exempt.)

All cattle for exhibition in Pennsylvania should be accompanied by a health certificate
signed by an accredited veterinarian that includes a statement that the animal(s)
identified have been immunized against IBR, PI3 and BVD using at least two (2) doses
of killed vaccine, two to four (2-4) weeks apart or one dose of MLV vaccine. The most
recent vaccine must be administered not less than fifteen (15) days or more than one
hundred eighty (180) days before the show. Please pay special attention to
vaccine pre-slaughter withdrawl times for MARKET ANIMALS in order
for market animals to go through sale W
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IMPORTANT! The date of the last live virus vaccination, or the dates of the last two killed virus
vaccinations, must be recorded on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.

Hyper immune serum may not be used as a substitute for the above vaccination requirement. No
animals will be admitted to the Fairgrounds Complex unless these requirements have been met.

An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient

Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and must be presented

upon arrival at the exhibition.

Individual official animal identification is required. Official ID includes:

* Ascrapie eartag. Contact the USDA to obtain scrapie eartags at 1-866-873-2824,
weekdays from 9 AM to 5 PM. Your order may take several weeks for processing,
so order tags early; or

* An ISO-compliant RFID tag; or

» Ascrapie tattoo. Goats with an official scrapie tattoo must also have a unique
individual animal ID (tattoo) to meet the scrapie ID requirement; or

» Goats having a breed registration tattoo and accompanied by a registration
certificate are exempt from the scrapie ID requirement if the tattoo is legible and
a registration certificate (copy acceptable) or a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection
which lists the tattoo and registry accompanies the animal at all times during
transport from the premises of birth.

It is recommended that all sheep and goats have a rabies vaccination. (Market

animals are exempt.)

An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient
Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany all PA rabbits, and must be presented
upon arrival at the exhibition.

All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases. Animals appearing
unhealthy upon arrival may not enter the exhibition grounds.

Section 16: Dogs for Exhibition:

A current rabies vaccination is required for all exhibition dogs three months of age and
older. All vaccine label directions must be followed.

All rabies vaccinated dogs must be accompanied by a rabies vaccination certificate.
The certificate must contain legible name, contact information, and signature of the
veterinarian who administered the vaccine. A copy of the rabies vaccination certificate
is acceptable.

All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases. Animals appearing
unhealthy upon arrival may not enter the exhibition grounds.
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INDIANA COUNTY FAIR CODE OF ETHICS

Exhibitors of animals shall at all times conduct themselves with honesty and good sportsmanship. Their conduct in the
competitive environment shall always reflect the highest standards of honor and dignity to promote the advancement of
agricultural education. This code applies to junior as well as open class exhibitors who compete in structured classes of
competition.

All youth leaders working with junior exhibitors are under an affirmative responsibility to do more than avoid improper
conduct of questionable acts. Their moral values must be so certain and positive that those younger and more pliable will be
influenced by their fine example. Owners, fitters, trainers, and absolutely responsible persons who violate the code of ethics
will forfeit premiums, awards and auction proceeds and may be prohibited from future exhibition. Exhibitors who violate
this code of ethics demean the integrity of all livestock exhibitors and should be prohibited from competition at all livestock
shows in the United States and Canada.

The following is a list of guidelines for all exhibitors and all livestock in competitive events:

1. All exhibitors must present, upon request of show officials, proof of ownership, length of ownership, and age of all
animals entered. Misrepresentation of ownership, age, or any fact relating thereto is prohibited.

2. Owners, fitters, trainers, or absolutely responsible persons shall provide animal health certificates from licensed
veterinarians upon request by show officials.

3. Junior exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals while at the show.

4. Animals shall be presented to show events where they will enter the food chain free of violative drug residues. The
act of entering an animal in a livestock show is the giving of consent by the owners, fitter, trainers, and/or absolutely
responsible persons for show management to obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or other substances
from the animal to be used in testing. Animals not entered in an event that culminates with the animal entering the
food chain shall not be administered drugs other than in accordance with applicable federal and state statutes,
regulations, and rules. Livestock shall not be exhibited if the drugs administered in accordance with federal and state
statutes, regulations and rules affect the animal’s performance or appearance in the event. If the laboratory report of
the analysis of saliva, urine, blood, or other sample taken from livestock indicates the presence of forbidden drugs or
medication, this shall be prima facie evidence such substance has been administered to the animal either internally or
externally. It is presumed that the sample of urine, saliva, blood or other substance tested by the approved laboratory
to which it is sent is the one taken from the animal in question, its integrity is preserved, and all procedures of said
collection and preservation, transfer to the laboratory, and analysis of the sample are correct and accurate and the
report received from the laboratory pertains to the sample taken from the animal in question and correctly reflects
the condition of the animal at the time the sample was taken, with the burden on the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer,
or absolutely responsible person to prove otherwise. At any time after the animal arrives on the show grounds,
a licensed veterinarian shall administer all treatments involving the use of drugs and/or medications for the sole
purpose of protecting the health of the animal.

5. The use of showing and/or handling practices or devices such as striking animal to cause swelling, using electrical
contrivance, or other similar practices are not acceptable and are prohibited.

6. Direct interference with the judge, show management, other exhibitors, breed representatives, or show officials
before, during or after the competitive event is prohibited. In furtherance with their official duty, all judges, show
management, or other show officials shall be treated with courtesy, cooperation, and respect, and no person shall
direct abuse or threatening conduct toward them.

7. No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person shall conspire with another person or persons to
intentionally violate this code of ethics or knowingly contribute or cooperate with another person or persons either by
affirmative action or inaction to violate this code of ethics.

8. The application of this code of ethics provides for absolute responsibility for the animal’s condition by an owner
exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or participant whether or not he or she was actually instrumental in or had actual knowledge of
the treatment of the animal in contravention of this code of ethics.

9. The act of entering an animal is giving consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person
to have disciplinary action taken by the show management for violation of this code of ethics. The act of entering an
animal is giving consent that any proceedings or disciplinary action taken by the show management may be published
with the name of the violator or violators in any publication of the International Association of Fairs and Exposition,
including Fairs and Expositions and any special notices to members.

10. The act of entering of an animal in the show is the giving of verification by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or
absolutely responsible person that he or she has read this code of ethics and understands the consequences and
penalties provided for actions prohibited by the code. It is further and consents that any action, which contravenes
these rules and is in violation of federal and state statutes, regulations, or rules may be released to appropriate law
enforcement authorities with jurisdiction over such infractions.

11.  Any animal entered in the carcass and/or live show or sale shall not receive any treatment with drugs or biologics
within the withdrawal time prior to slaughter. Withdrawal times for drugs and biologics are all stated on the directions
for use. Label directions must be followed at all times. If upon slaughter a recent treatment with drugs, biologics
or alteration of the animal by any means is the cause of condemnation of a carcass, the loss will be borne by the
exhibitor.

12. Any disrespectful, angry or combative behavior directed to (but not limited to) any judge or superintendent
by any exhibitor, parent or agent thereof, before, during or after any fair event or show will not be tolerated.
Failure to comply may result in the loss of all premiums and/or not being invited back to the Indiana County
Fair. All decisions will be at the discretion of the superintendent and the fair board.

JUNIOR LIVESTOCK
GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

4-H exhibitors must be a member of a regularly organized Indiana County 4-H Club and be under the
supervision of the club leader and Penn State Extension. FFA exhibitors must be members of a regularly
organized FFA Chapter and be under the supervision of the Chapter Advisor.

If a member has both 4-H and FFA projects, the member must clearly designate which program each animal
belongs to at the time of tagging and project identification. The animal may not be switched to another program
during the project year.

Each project animal must be enrolled in the name of a single 4-H/FFA member. Family enroliment forms are
not permitted. No switches are allowed after the initial identification. Members are responsible for keeping
records on their own project animals.

If a 4-H/FFA member has an animal lose an animal identification tag, he or she must notify their 4-H club leader/
FFA advisor. A new tag will be issued. If fresh tags not previously reported are observed at roundup weigh-in,
or animals appear with no tags, a meeting of the sale committee with FFA Advisor/Extension Educator will
occur to decide whether that animal and member may participate in the roundup.

4-H Club or FFA members must be present and have charge of their animals at the time of judging. (The
Fair Board in consultation with FFA Advisor/Extension Educator must approve exceptions. If approved, the
substitute showman must be an Indiana County 4-H or FFA member.) When an exhibitor has more than one
market animal in the same class, their assistant must be a member of an Indiana County 4-H or FFA Club.
All animals must be on the fairgrounds on Sunday. Receiving Market Livestock 8:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m.
Weigh-in begins at 3:30 p.m. Sunday. Animals which do not meet weight requirements must be
removed on Sunday of the fair. The Indiana County Fair and Junior Livestock Committee will not be
held liable for any loss of carcass animals.

The Junior Livestock Sale Committee reserves the right to limit, at their discretion, the number of animals sold
by an exhibitor through the Livestock Sale.

The Livestock Committee has the right to withdraw animals of unacceptable quality or animals that are
uncontrollable from the show.

If a livestock exhibitor wishes to sell at the Indiana County Junior Livestock sale at the Indiana County Fair,
they may not have participated in another Junior Livestock or youth sale, with a market swine, lamb, steer or
market goat excluding the Farm Show and all National shows and sales. They will be eligible to show in the
appropriate class only and will not be eligible to receive any Champion or Reserve Champion awards including
market, performance, carcass and county bred.

4-H and FFA members must tell the superintendent of the show by the end of the show whether or not his or
her animal will be sold through the sale. Failure to do so will prohibit participation in next year’s sale.

All exhibitors will follow the Indiana County Fair Livestock Code of Ethics. Any violation of the Indiana County
Fair Livestock Code of Ethics may be cause to expel the exhibitor from the show.

An animal can win no more than one Champion or Reserve Champion award.

The Champion and Reserve Champion cannot be considered for the performance or county-bred awards.
Release time for all livestock will be the last Saturday of the fair at 8:00 p.m. except for the animals sold
through the sale which will be released following the sale.

Exhibitors must furnish their own bedding — no newspaper.

Important! If upon slaughter, treatment with drugs, biologics or any chemical from fitting products, is the cause
of condemnation of a carcass, the loss of the carcass and any other damages will be borne by the exhibitor.
Junior Livestock exhibitors are responsible for the care of animals until picked up by the buyer. The Load-out
Committee has the authority to hire a truck to deliver animals to the slaughterhouse at the expense of the seller
should such arrangements be necessary.

The sale order is 4-H/FFA Market hogs, lambs, steers and market goats. The following Champions and
Reserve Champions must be sold: Market hogs, lambs, steers; Carcass hogs, lambs, steers; Performance
hogs, lambs, steers; Champion County bred hog, lamb, steer and market goats.

At no time shall an exhibitor sell more than five animals total. No more than two animals per specie, which
includes any Champion or Reserve Champion of show or performance show. Carcass champions are a bonus.
No personal scales are permitted on the fairgrounds.

Market Entry Forms found on the Indiana County Fair and Penn State Extension Office’s websites will be used
for livestock. When no form exists, use the standard entry form found at the end of this fair book.

Special note: Lambs MUST be slick sheared prior to weigh-in(carcass, performance, and market). Slick shorn
is defined as the body being shorn to 1 inch or less, not including breed characteristics. This will be enforced
at weigh-in.

The exhibitor with their animal must be in the sale barn at least 15 minutes prior to the sale of your
species. If a substitute person is needed to sell your animal, you need to designate the change to the
sale committee member lining up the animal for the sale. Failure to comply will result in your animal
being forfeited from the sale.

Federal and State animal health regulation apply for animals exhibited at the Indiana County Fair.
Any extra ear tags should be removed from livestock before going through sale on Friday.

“There will be no drenching, pumping or force feeding liquids of any kind to any species.”

Rules & Guidelines for 4-H & FFA Dairy Show

at the Indiana Country Fair
Last updated: April 10, 2019

Youth Eligibility

4-H exhibitors must be a member in good standing of a regularly organized Indiana County 4-H Club and under
the supervision of a club leader and the Indiana County Extension. FFA exhibitors must be members of a regularly
organized FFA Chapter and be under the supervision of the Chapter Advisor. Exhibitors, both 4-H and FFA must be
carrying a project in the field they wish to make an entry by June 1, preceding the fair. No animal can be shown in
both 4-H and FFA competition in the same year. All leased animals must have a copy of the lease submitted to the
extension office by no later than May 1.

Animal Eligibility

Regardless of breed registry status, all animals must have a completed Indiana County 4-H/FFA Dairy Cattle
identification form. This should include information such as name, breed, date of birth, verifiable identification, dam
name, sire name, ownership, and breeder identification. Though registration papers will not be checked, all animals
must be true to breed character, no crossbreds may be shown.

It is important to realize that unregistered animals are not eligible to show at the district or state level. If an animal
is named eligible for the state show at a district dairy show, they must be exhibited at the county show as well to
remain eligible.

Identification Requirements

Verifiable identification (USDA tag number, tattoo, and/or photos) must match what it was originally submitted on
the Indiana County 4-H/FFA Dairy Cattle Identification form at check-in. Tattoos used as the primary identification
must be clear, legible, and in the appropriate ear to match the paperwork. Photos must be clear, taken in a well-lit
area and the animal must be standing.

Animal Ownership
An animal must be designated as a 4-H/FFA project for the entire project year.

Animals (regardless of class) must be owned by the exhibitor on or before June 1 of the year in which they are
showing the animal.

Leased animals may be exhibited. The purpose of the leasing program is to provide opportunities to young people
who lack facilities or resources necessary to own an animal. Existence of a lease must be verified by the Indiana
County Extension office, and lease and/or project plan (or knowledge of the lease) must be recorded by May 1 of
the year in which the animal is shown. Leased animals must be housed in Pennsylvania. Cows may be leased by
the exhibitor only if they were previously leased as calves or yearlings. Parents, guardians and siblings are not
permitted to lease animals to their children; likewise, an exhibitor who owns dairy cattle may not lease other project
animals.

Exhibitor Expectations

All exhibitors are expected to adhere to the PDCA Show Ring Code of Ethics, National Code of Show Ring Ethics
and the PA 4-H Code of Conduct.

The Purebred Dairy Cattle Association Show Ring Code of Ethics (excerpts)

Dairy cattle exhibitors shall, at all times, deport themselves with honesty and good sportsmanship. It
is recognized that there are certain practices in the proper care and management of dairy cattle that are
necessary in the course of moving dairy cattle to and between shows that are advisable to keep them in a
sound, healthy state so they might be presented in the show ring in a natural, normal condition. At all times,
exhibition livestock shall be treated in a humane manner and in accordance with dairy quality assurance
practices so as to protect the health, safety and welfare of the livestock and he consuming public.

No person shall present for exhibition or exhibit an animal which he or she knows, or has reason to suspect, is
affected with or has been exposed to a dangerously contagious or infectious disease, or illegal or nonapproved
use of drugs, medication and/or prohibited substance, or residue.

All animals presented for exhibition shall be in their natural conformation and structure, free of any alternation
or madification by injection or internal or external administration of any substance or by any involvement in
unethical fitting.

Changing the natural color of the animal is prohibited. However, external applications of cosmetics that affect
only appearance may be used, including by way of example hoof polishes and false switches.

The maximum allowable length of naturally growing hair anywhere on the topline is not be exceed 1". Exhibitors
will be required to comply with this rule before the animal is allowed to enter the ring.

Addition of foreign objects, including but not limited to hair or hair substitutes, cloth or fiber, to change the
natural contour or appearance or appearance of the animal’s body is prohibited.

Externally sealing the teat end with a preparation that does not harm the animal’s skin is permissible. Natural
teat placement will be given preference over artificially positioned teats.

These practices are violations of the Code of Ethics and will be report to show management and may be report
to the respective national breed associations:

1. Misrepresenting the age and/or milking status of the animal for the class in which it is shown.

2. Treating the animal, particularly the udder, internally or externally: a. with an irritant or counter-irritant, b.
using a device to artificially create or enhance the udder crease, c. using other substances as detected by
testing that causes changes in the udder to artificially improve the conformation, d. plugging of teat canal
with foreign substances.

3. Surgical or unethical insertion of any matter under the skin or into body cavities, performed to change
the natural contour or appearance of the animal’s body (e.g., administration of fluid via a stomach tube or
other similar apparatus to fill the rumen), though not to preclude practices required or involved in normal
management.

4. Criticizing or interfering with the judge, show management or other exhibitors while in the show ring or
other conduct detrimental to the breed or the show.

5. Challenging, threatening or interfering with an ethics committee appointed by show management to
monitor the animals on exhibit on the show grounds.

Show Attire

All exhibitors are expected to carry themselves in a professional manner. Traditional attire for a dairy show is
white pants. This practice is encouraged but not mandatory.

Substitute Showman

The purpose of the show is to enable youth to have a satisfactory experience in the show ring. Therefore it is the
responsibility of the 4-H or FFA exhibitor to show his/her own animal. The only exceptions allowed are:

 If sickness or physical injury after arriving at the show prevents the owner from showing his/her own animal.
In the case of previous injury or illness prohibiting the exhibitor from showing, a doctor’s excuse will be
required.

+ If the exhibitor has two or more animals in the same class or of different breeds that are to be shown at the
same time.

+ If the exhibitor finds it impossible to attend due to other commitments. Verification of this activity must be
confirmed in writing by a county extension educator/FFA advisor. This written verification must be presented
at check-in.

In the above in instances the exhibitor may request a substitute showman. The substitute showman must be
another 4-h/FFA member, preferably of similar age or younger.
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Show Leadership

Extension educators from the Indiana County office and 4-H daily club leaders will be responsible for check-in
of animals the day before the show. Exhibitors should be available for check-in of their animals by 4 pm of the
day before the show. If not possible, they should arrange for someone else to be present who is familiar with the
animals that need to be checked in. Extension educators have the final say whether an exhibitor and/or animal is
eligible to be shown in the 4-H/FFA dairy show.

FFA advisors will be responsible for check-in of FFA animals the day before the show. In the event that
an FFA Chpater Advisor is not present the available FFA Advisor and Dairy Superintendent/Fair Board
Member will check-in FFA member(s) entries.

FFA Advisor and Dairy Superintendent/Fair Board Member will have final say whether an exhibitor and/or
animal is eligible to be shown in the 4-H/FFA dairy.

The superintendent has the right to withdraw animals of unacceptable quality and remove animals that are
uncontrollable from the show.

Other
Exhibitors must furnish their own bedding - no newspaper.

Milk will be tested for antibiotics. Exhibitors are responsible to insure that animals have not been treated with
antibiotics. Exhibitors will be responsible for any and all penalties that result from any contamination of the milk
supply from their animals. Individual samples may be taken at the direction of the Fair Board.

Early dismissal for attendance of the District Show must have a certification from the 4-H/FFA Advisor and be
presented for the Superintendent prior to leaving the fair.

a. Trueness to variety type. If at all possible, pick the specimens from one variety.
b.  Uniformity in shape, size, and color.
c. Be sure to pick out a perfect specimen, and then select the others as similar to it as possible. Never mix
specimens of different maturity.
d. Protect from dirt, disease, infection, and mechanical damage. Select specimens that are perfect and show
no blemishes of any kind.
e. Condition and maturity. Be sure that exhibits are of high quality.
f.  Potatoes should not be washed. Remove soil using a soft cloth or brush.
g. Tomatoes should have stems removed. Carrots, beets, etc. should have tops (leaves) removed from
vegetables leaving about (2) two inches of stems.

Entrant’s name, address and
phone number must be printed on the back of all the pages. (4! recipes and cakes will become
the property of the Fair or PA Farm Show and will not be returned.)

Refrigeration is NOT available at the Fair or PA Farm Show. Entries that require
refrigeration after baking must indicate so in the recipe. Those entries will not be sold,
auctioned, or otherwise distributed for consumption after judging for food safety reasons.

Flavor (smell, taste, flavoring) 30 points
Inside Characteristics (texture & lightness) 25 points
Overall Appearance (surface, size, color) 20 points
Creativity 15 points
Topping, Icing or Decoration 10 points

Select specimens that are perfect and show
no blemishes of any kind.

Condition and maturity. Be sure that exhibits are of high quality.

Potatoes should not be washed. Remove soil using a soft cloth or brush.

Tomatoes should have stems removed. Carrots, beets, etc. should have tops (leaves) removed from
vegetables leaving about (2) two inches of stems.

All produce will become the property of the fair association. After judging, an appropriate portion will be
displayed and the balance will be donated to charitable organizations.

The Marion Center Bank provides additional trophies for 4-H/FFA members who have the best of show entries
in flowers and vegetables.
